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Comparing the Port of Wilmington to Hong Kong we have 6 cranes to unload ships where as in the
Port of Hong Kong there are 200 cranes with as mangs 20,000 trucks delivering products to and

from Southern China every day. Our mission was tonake contacts, search for business and see how
we could start moving wheat to that part of the wold. At present we have some possibilities that
must be developed. As these clients are developed will keep you informed. China has 700,000,000
farmers with the average size farmis 1 acre. Migng in Viet Nam we found the most potential for
wheat to make animal and poultry feed. Viet Nam gsws more pork and chickens than we originally
had thought. They have a growing population to preide food and fiber. China has in excess of 1.3
billion people. Most all of the farm work is doneby hand and there are some large state owned
operations. Everyone there works on farms, cleangthe streets/roads or is working in the factories.
